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BOARD POLICY

VIDEO SELECTION POLICY

The video collection at the LaConner Regional Library is established to assemble and to offer a limited collection of primarily donated VHS format videocassettes, which will be educational, entertaining, and made available in accordance with the standards set forth in the Library Bill of Rights and the Freedom to Read Statement endorsed by the American Library Association. The collection may include children's videos, instructional videos and both fiction and nonfiction videos. Features films may also be added on a limited basis. 
The selection of videos for the collection rests with the Library Director who operates within the framework of policies determined by the Library Board. Standard selection aids will be used in building the video collection, including professional journals, video catalogs, and Motion Picture Awards and prizes. 
Donated or gift videos will be accepted with the understanding that the same selection standards will be applied to gift items as to those that may be purchased. Donated videos no added to the library collection will be turned over to the Friends of the Library for sale in the Book Nook.
In compliance with RCW 19.188.030, the Library Board reaffirms its endorsement of the Library Bill of Rights statement as it relates to the loan or viewing of videos:
"Parents - and only parents - have the right and the responsibility to restrict the access of their children -- and only their children -- to library resources. Parents or legal guardians who do not want their children to have access to certain library services, materials or facilities, should so advise their children. Librarians and governing bodies cannot assume the role of parents or the function of parental authority in the private relationship between parent and child."
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
